She has 

created animated films for 

adults, including Play, 

Fable from the Garden, 
awarded Biograph (for 

example The Grand Prix at 

the International Film 

Festival in Minsk) and 

Kanafásek series (for Czech 

TV’s nightly animation 

program Večerníček). The 

children’s books she has 

illustrated include:  I’ve 
Learned  to Fly by Nava 

Semelová, Harry Potter 

(parts 1-4) by Joanne 

Rowling.

She has worked closely 

with the famous Czech poet 

and writer, Pavel Šrut, on a 

number of projects. As well 

as Veronique and 
the Coconut Grandfather 

they have created

the prize-winning books  

Paja the Spider and 

The Big Raspberry.
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We tell the tale of the famous story, at the 

beginning of which there was an 

encounter with the one-eyed cyclop 

Polypheme, to children so that they 

can laugh at its funny sides, enjoy the 

suspense and take away the understanding of 

how sad it is to wander alone as punishment, in 

a world far away from loved ones and home.

She studied at the Academy 

of Fine Arts in Bratislava. 

The well known Slovak 

painter also devotes her 

time also to graphic design, 

illustrations and stamp art. 

She has illustrated over 

70 books for children and 

adults and she has received 

many awards, including 

the Bienale Grand Prix 

for an Art Book in Martin, 

the UNICEF Award in Fiera 

del libro in Bologna, etc. 

Her most famous titles are 

the Finnish epos Kalevala, 
Baum’s Wizard of Oz and 

The Bird’s Nest 
by Selma Lagerlöf.

His 

illustrations have been 

published in Slovakia, the 

Czech Republic, Germany, 

France, Holland, Austria, 

Finland, Japan, the United 

States and many other 

countries. He has won many 

distinguished awards, 

including the Crown Prize 

for his illustration of the 

complete works of Hans 

Christian Andersen (IBBY, 

Oslo, 1988). Of the 

incredible number of books 

illustrated by Kállay, we 

should name Carroll’s Alice 
in Wonderland 

and Shakespeare’s 

A Mid-Summer night’s 
Dream.
